All adults that work with
the children and youth are asked to go through an
application process and we complete both a DHS
Central Registry Clearance background check and an
ICHAT background check through the State Police.
We have recently updated our policy to have this
process renewed every 3 years. During the next
month Becky and Jenn will be working to make sure
EVERYONE who works with children & youth have all
the proper paperwork completed and background
checks done. We are considering this a fresh starting
point for background checks so we can get everyone
on the same rotation, this will make it easier for
volunteers in in future to keep track of when every-
one needs to be renewed.
